PENDIDIKAN

Kementerian Pendidikan Malaysia (KPM) menyediakan pendidikan untuk Murid
Berkeperluan Pendidikan Khas (MBPK) melalui tiga pilihan utama sistem persekolahan iaitu
Sekolah Pendidikan Khas (SPK), Program Pendidikan Khas Integrasi (PPKI) dan Program
Pendidikan Inklusif (PPI).

SPK ialah institusi yang ditubuhkan khas untuk MBPK. Sekolah ini merangkumi sekolah
kebangsaan pendidikan khas (SKPK), sekolah menengah kebangsaan pendidikan khas
(SMKPK) dan sekolah menengah pendidikan khas vokasional (SMPKV).

PPKI merujuk kepada program pendidikan yang direka untuk MBPK, di mana mereka
menghadiri kelas khas yang khusus untuk MBPK dalam sekolah kerajaan dan sekolah
bantuan kerajaan.

PPl menyediakan peluang kepada MBPK untuk menghadiri kelas bersama pelajar arus
perdana dalam bilik darjah yang sama dalam sekolah kerajaan dan sekolah bantuan
kerajaan.

SPK pada 2024 terdiri daripada 28 sekolah rendah dan tujuh sekolah menengah.
PPKI dilaksanakan di 1,804 sekolah rendah dan 970 sekolah menengah, manakala PPI
ditawarkan di 3,170 sekolah rendah dan 1,168 sekolah menengah.

Dari segi tenaga pengajar, SPK mempunyai 835 guru di peringkat rendah dan 495 guru di
peringkat menengah. Sementara itu, PPKI merekodkan tenaga kerja yang jauh lebih besar,
dengan 10,262 guru di sekolah rendah dan 7,909 guru di sekolah menengah.

Pada tahun 2024, bilangan MBPK meningkat di semua jenis dan peringkat pendidikan
berbanding tahun 2023. SPK merekodkan pertambahan pada setiap peringkat, dengan
pendaftaran meningkat sebanyak 5.6 peratus di peringkat prasekolah, 11.0 peratus di
peringkat rendah dan 4.6 peratus di peringkat menengah.

PPKI menunjukkan peningkatan yang paling ketara. Di peringkat rendah, pendaftaran
meningkat sebanyak 15.3 peratus daripada 53,885 pelajar pada 2023 kepada

Bilangan penuntut OKU yang mendaftar di institusi pengajian finggi awam meningkat
sebanyak 16.2 peratus kepada 2,732 pelajar pada 2024. Dalam kategori ini, pendaftaran
di kolej komuniti merekodkan pertambahan tertinggi sebanyak 46.1 peratus, manakala
pendaftaran di universiti awam meningkat 16.4 peratus.

Terdapat seramai 4,209 penjawat awam OKU yang berkhidmat di Malaysia, iaitu
meningkat sebanyak 7.9 peratus pada 2024 berbanding 3,901 orang pada 2023.
Negeri Sembilan merekodkan peningkatan tertinggi iaitu 20.1 peratus daripada
169 orang pada 2023 kepada 203 orang pada 2024. Ini dikuti oleh Sabah
yang merekodkan peningkatan 17.2 peratus dan Kedah dengan peningkatan
13.2 peratus.

Dari segi peratusan sumbangan, Selangor menyumbang peratusan terbesar bagi
penjawat awam OKU pada tahun 2024 iaitu 12.5 peratus, diikuti oleh W.P. Putrajaya
(10.4%) dan W.P. Kuala Lumpur (10.0%).

INTRODUCTION

This publication highlights seven important areas related to persons with disabilities (PWD).

The statistics presented in this publication is drawn from surveys and administrative records

provided by various government agencies.

Population
Population statistics derived from current population estimates and the number of
PWD registered with the Department of Social Welfare (JKM).

Health
Statistics obtained from the Ministry of Health Malaysia (MOH) relating to PWD who
receive healthcare services in Malaysia.

Education

Information obtained from the Ministry of Education (MOE) relates on special
education institutions, covering the number of schools, teachers and students at
the primary and secondary levels. This information is also obtained from the Ministry
of Higher Education (MOHE), which includes the enrolment, academic staff and
graduates with disabilities in public and private higher education institutions.

Employment
Statistics on PWD employed in the public and private sectors, obtained from the
Public Service Department (JPA) and Social Security Organisation (SOCSO).

Income and Expenditure

Details on monthly household gross income and household consumption
expenditure for households with persons with disabilities (PWD), obtained from the
Household Income and Expenditure Survey (HIES), Department of Statistics Malaysia
(DOSM).

Welfare Services
Statistics obtained from the JKM cover welfare institutions, the number of aid
recipients and the amount of assistance provided.

Sport
Statistics on disabled athletes and disabled athletes officers by selected sports.
These statistics are obtained from the National Sports Council of Malaysia.
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POPULATION

Malaysia’s total population in 2024 is estimated at 34.1 million, comprising 52.5 per cent

males and 47.5 per cent females. As of the same year, the Department of Social Welfare

has recorded 805,509 registered PWD. This figure represents 2.4 per cent of the overall

national population.

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The learning disability category recorded the highest number of registrations in 2024,
with a fotal of 299,128 persons (37.1%). This was followed by the physical category,
which accounted for 286,634 persons (35.6%). The visual impairment category recorded
68,665 persons (8.5%), while the speech category had the lowest number of registrations,
with only 4,136 persons (0.5%).

The composition of registered PWD in Malaysia was dominated by the Bumiputera
ethnic in 2024, which accounted for 71.0 per cent of fotal registrations. This was
followed by the Chinese ethnic, representing 18.0 per cent, and the Indians ethnic at
9.7 per cent. The category classified as Others recorded the smallest share, at 1.3 per cent
of registered PWD.

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The under six years age group recorded the highest increase in registrations in 2024,
rising by 85.1 per cent from 12,032 persons in 2023 to 22,277 persons in 2024. This was
followed by the 6—12 years age group, which registered an increase of 25.4 per cent.

At the same fime, the 60 years and over age group recorded the largest share
of registered PWD, representing 23.2 per cent of the total. The 46-59 years age group
contributed 18.1 per cent, while the 22-35 years age group made up 17.3 per cent.

HEALTH

The number of PWD receiving health tfreatment in 2024 increased by 26.5 per cent, rising
from 4,551 persons in 2023 to 5,759 persons in 2024. Among these, PWD with mental
disabilities accounted for the highest number who receiving health freatment,
representing 42.7 per cent of those freated. This was followed by the learning category
(20.9%), and the physical category (16.5%).

EDUCATION

The Ministry of Education Malaysia (MOE) provides education for Students with Special
Educational Needs (MBPK) through three main schooling options namely Special Education
Schools (SPK), Special Education Programmes Integration (PPKI) and Inclusive Education
Programmes (PPI).

SPK are institutions specifically established for MBPK. These schools include National Special
Education Schools (SKPK), National Special Education Secondary Schools (SMKPK) and
Vocational Special Education Secondary Schools (SMPKV).

PPKI refers to education programmes designed for MBPK, where they attend special classes
exclusively for MBPK within government and government-aided schools.

PPI provide opportunities for MBPK to attend classes together with mainstream students in
the same classroom, also within government and government-aided schools.

SPK in 2024 comprised 28 primary schools and seven secondary schools. PPKI was
implementedin 1,804 primary schools and 970 secondary schools, while the PPl were offered
in 3,170 primary schools and 1,168 secondary schools.

In terms of teaching staff, SPK employed 835 teachers at the primary level and 495 teachers
at the secondary level. Meanwhile, the PPKI recorded a significantly larger workforce, with
10,262 teachers in primary schools and 7,909 teachers in secondary schools.

The number of MBPK in 2024 increased across all types and levels of education as compared
fo 2023. SPK recorded growth at every level, with enrolment rising by 5.6 per cent at
pre-school, 11.0 per cent at primary and 4.6 per cent at secondary level.

PPKI showed the most significant increases. At the primary level, enrolment grew by
15.3 per cent, rising from 53,885 students in 2023 to 62,113 students in 2024. At the secondary
level, enrolment increased by 10.9 per cent, from 39,002 students in 2023 to 43,242 students
in 2024.

PPl also recorded increases across all levels. Participation at the pre-school level rose
by 38.9 per cent, at the primary level by 30.7 per cent, and at the secondary level by
3.1 per centin 2024.

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The number of PWD students enrolled in public higher education institutions increased
by 16.2 per cent, to 2,732 students in 2024. Within this category, enrolment in community
colleges recorded the highest growth at 46.1 per cent, while public universities registered
an increase of 16.4 per cent. Conversely, the number of PWD students in polytechnic
declined by 36.2 per cent, to 90 students in 2024.

Meanwhile, enrolment in private higher education institutions showed a positive frend,
increasing by 10.3 per cent, to 643 students in 2024.

EMPLOYMENT

There were 4,209 PWD civil servants serving in Malaysia, representing an increase of
7.9 per cent in 2024 as compared to 3,901 persons in 2023. Negeri Sembilan recorded
the highest increase, at 20.1 per cent from 169 persons in 2023 to 203 persons in 2024.
This was followed by Sabah, which recorded an increase of 17.2 per cent and Kedah with
an increase of 13.2 per cent.

In terms of percentage share, Selangor accounted for the largest proportion of PWD civil
servantsin 2024 at 12.5 per cent, followed by W.P. Putrajaya (10.4%) and W.P. Kuala Lumpur
(10.0%).

By disability category, the physical disability group represented the majority at
66.4 per cent, followed by the visually impaired category (20.6%) and the hearing category
(8.7%).

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INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

The monthly household gross income for households with persons with disabilities (PWD) in
2024 showed an overall increase as compared to 2022. The median monthly household
gross income rose from RM4,390 in 2022 to RM5,104 in 2024, while the mean monthly
household gross income increased from RMS5,679 in 2022 to RM6,540 in 2024. At the same
fime, the mean monthly household consumption expenditure for households with PWD also
recorded growth, rising from RM3,974 in 2022 to RM4,545 in 2024.

WELFARE SERVICES

Malaysia has three key institutions dedicated to supporting PWD namely Taman Sinar
Harapan, Bengkel Daya and the Industrial Training and Rehabilitation Centre.

Taman Sinar Harapan, managed by JKM provides care, protection and rehabilitation
services for individuals with learning disabilities.

Bengkel Daya, a protected workshop under JKM offers structured work opportunities for
PWD who may face challenges competing in the open job market in ensuring they can
confribute meaningfully in a supportive environment.

The Industrial Training and Rehabilitation Centre established by the Ministry of Women,
Family and Community Development (KPWKM) focuses on empowering PWD through
vocational fraining programmes that prepare them to enter and succeed in the workforce.
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Together, these institutions play an important role in enhancing the welfare, skills and
employability of PWD reflecting Malaysia’s commitment to inclusion and support.

A total of 870 PWD resided in Taman Sinar Harapan in 2024. At the same time, 119 PWD were
registered as trainees at Bengkel Daya. Meanwhile, the Industrial Training and Rehabilitation
Centre received 137 PWD trainees for participation in various vocational training schemes
during the year.

The JKM provides several forms of assistance to PWD including the PWD worker allowance,
assistance for PWD who are incapable of work, assistance for the care of bedridden
PWD/ chronically ill patients and the provision of artificial/ assistive devices.

A totalof 262,618 persons benefited in 2024 from these four types of assistance, amounting to
RM1.1 billion in support. The assistance for PWD who are incapable of work recorded the
highest number of recipients, with 120,844 persons. This was followed by the PWD worker
allowance, which supported 106,055 persons and the assistance for the care of bedridden
PWD/ chronically ill patients, which reached 34,476 persons.

General Assembly, represent a global commitment towards a more sustainable future. It is
a framework for sustainable, resilient and inclusive development that outlines 17 goals and
169 targets across five focus areas namely People, Planet, Prosperity, Peace and Partnership.

Referring to the document Disability-SDG Framework Indicators (United Nations), a total of
52 indicators related to disability. On this number, 17 indicators explicitly mention the terms
disability, vulnerability or disadvantaged groups within the indicator itself, 15 indicators refer
fo aspects of disability through targets or metadata, while an additional 20 indicators are
identified as disability-related through engagement processes with key stakeholders.

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PENGENALAN

iaitu penduduk, kesihatan, pendidikan, guna tenaga, pendapatan dan perbelanjaan,
perkhidmatan kebajikan dan sukan. Statistik yang dimuatkan dalaom penerbitan ini
adalah berdasarkan data survei dan pentadbiran yang diperoleh daripada pelbagai
agensi.

KONSEP DAN DEFINISI

Mengikut Akta Orang Kurang Upaya 2008, *OKU termasuklah mereka yang mempunyai
kekurangan jangka panjang fizikal, mental, intelektual atau deria yang apabila
berinteraksi dengan pelbagai halangan, boleh menyekat penyertaan penuh dan
berkesan mereka dalam masyarakat”.

Kategori
Terdapat tujuh kategori OKU yang boleh dipertimbangkan bagi pendaftaran OKU oleh
Jabatan Kebajikan Masyarakat (JKM) seperti berikut:

1. Kurang Upaya Pendengaran
a) Bilateral hearing loss
Kurang upaya pendengaran diambil kira sekiranya:
i. Tahap pendengaran = 40dBHL (dewasa) di telinga yang lebih baik
berdasarkan purata frekuensi: (500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)
i. Tahap pendengaran = 30dBHL (kanak-kanak) di telinga yang lebih baik
berdasarkan purata 4 frekuensi: 500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)

b) Single sided deafness (SSD)/ Profound unilateral hearing loss
Tahap pendengaran sangat teruk melebihi = 91dBHL di sebelah telinga
berdasarkan purata 4 frekuensi: (500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)

c) Kecacatan telinga kekal/ sindrom berkaitan telinga /sindrom berkaitan
pendengaran contoh: microtia, atresia, anofia, treacher collins, goldenhar
syndrome.

d) Lain-lain.

2. Kurang Upaya Penglihatan

Kecelaruan pertuturan dan bahasa/ Kecelaruan komunikasi kompleks
(Complex Communication Disorders)

Contoh:

Kanak kanak : pediafric speech and language disorders

Dewasa: Aphasia

Berloku apabila individu sukar untuk menghantar, menerima, memproses
dan memahami konsep sesuatu sistem simbol secara lisan, bukan lisan atau
maklumat grafik. (termasuk berkaitan masalah kelewatan perkembangan
(GDD), pendengaran, masalah berkaitan sindrom, autisme, adhd, stroke,
kecederaan otak dan lain-lain berkaitan).

Kecelaruan motor pertuturan (Motor Speech Disorder)

Kecelaruan kelancaran pertuturan/kegagapan (Fluency disorders).

Contoh: Stuftering Cluftering

Gangguan pada dliran pertuturan yang dicirikan oleh pengulangan,
pemanjangan, sekatan dan hentian bunyi, perkataan dan ayat termasuk
spasmodic dysphonias dan laryngeal tremor.

Kecelaruan resonan (Resonance Disorder)

Contoh: Hypernasality Hyponasality

Masalah kesengauan pertuturan disebabkan oleh gangguan pada
mekanisma pengaliran udara berpunca daripada keabnormalan  struktur
pertuturan saperti sumbing lelangit (Cleft Palate), sekatan, masalah neurologi
kegagalan fungsi velofaringeal dan oromandibular dystonia.

e) Penyakit Kronik
Penyakit yang kekal pada jangkamasa lama yang tidak boleh dicegah melalui
vaksin dan tidak boleh disembuhkan (contoh kanser, kegagalan ginjal dan
sebagainya).

f)  Traumatic Brain Injury
Keadaan di mana berlaku kekurangan atau kehilangan fungsi secara
tiba-tiba melibatkan pertuturan, otot, deria, kognitif atau lain-lain melibatkan
sebahagian tubuh badan akibat kecederaan otak.

g) Cerebral Palsy
Keadaan kekal di mana berloku masalah pergerakan dan postur yang
menghadkan akfiviti akibat gangguan bukan progresif di bahagion otfak.

PENDUDUK
Data bagi tahun 2022-2024 adaloah merujuk kepada anggaran penduduk
pertengahan tahun berasakan data Banci Penduduk dan Perumahan Malaysia 2020.

KESIHATAN

Perkhidmatan kesihatan bagi Kanak-kanak Berkeperluan Khas (KKKK) merangkumi
semua perkhidmatan yang disediakan untuk setiap kanak-kanak yang mendapatkan
perkhidmatan di fasiliti kesihatan kerajaan, seperti pemeriksaan pertumbuhan dan
perkembangan, penilaian status pemakanan dan imunisasi.

Semua klinik kesihatan dan klinkk desa kerajaan menyediakan penilaian
perkembangan serta saringan kesihatan bagi pengesanan awal masalah
ketidakupayaan. Kanak-kanak yang dikesan dengan kelewatan perkembangan
atau disyaki mengalami ketidakupayaan akan diberi stimulasi dan intervensi awal,
dirujuk kepada Pegawai Perubatan atau pakar yang berkaitan bagi pengesahan
lanjut serta diberi renhabilitasi dan rawatan awal.

Statistik OKU yang dimuatkan dalam penerbitan ini adalah seperti berikut:

a) Bilangan OKU yang menerima perkhidmatan di klinik kesihatan
i. Bayi<1 tahun yang dikesan mempunyai ketidakupayaan
i. Kanak-kanak 18 bulan disyaki mempunyai autism

ii. OKU di Pusat Dalam Komuniti (PDK) yang menerima perkhidmatan kesihatan
sekurang-kurangnya sekali setahun

b) Bilangan OKU yang menerima rawatan kesihatan.

PENDIDIKAN

Akta Pendidikan 1996 - Peraturan-Peraturan Pendidikan (Pendidikan Khas) 2013
Peraturan-peraturan ini hendaklah terpakai bagi sekolah kerajoan dan sekolah
bantuan kerajaan yang melaksanakan Pendidikan Khas. Dalam peraturan-peraturan
ini, "murid berkeperluan pendidikan khas" ertinya murid yang diperakukan oleh
pengamal perubatan, ahli optik, ahli audiologi atau ahli psikologi, mengikut manao-
mana yang berkenaan, sama ada dalam perkhidmatan kerajaan atau fidak, sebagai
murid yang mempunyai:ketidakupayaan penglihatan;

a) kefidakupayaan pendengaran;
b) ketidakupayaan pertuturan;



c) ketidakupayaan fizikal;

d) masalah pembelajaran; atau

e) mana-mana kombinasi  ketidokupayaan, atau ketidakupayaan dan
masalah, yang disebut dalam perenggan (a) hingga (e).

Pendidikan Khas

Pendidikan Khas ertinya pendidikan bagi murid berkeperluan pendidikan khas di
Sekolah Pendidikan Khas (SPK), Program Pendidikan Khas Integrasi (PPKI) dan Program
Pendidikan Inklusif (PPI) di sekolah kerajaan atau sekolah sekolah bantuan kerajaan
pada peringkat prasekolah, rendah, menengah dan lepasan menengah.

1. Sekolah Pendidikan Khas (SPK)

Sekolah Pendidikan Khas adalah sekolah yang menyediakan pendidikan
khas bagi murid berkeperluan khas (MBK) pada semua peringkat persekolahan.
Sekolah Pendidikan Khas ini dikendalikan terus oleh Bahagian Pendidikan
Khas (BPKhas). la bertujuan untuk memberikan peluang kepada semua MBK
menerima akses pendidikan yang releven dan sesuai serta diperkembangkan
bakat dan potensi murid melalui pendidikan vokasional bagi menghasilkan insan
yang berkemahiran ke arah meningkatkan kualiti hidup.

2. Program Pendidikan Khas Integrasi (PPKI)
Program pendidikan khas integrasi ialah satu program pendidikan khas yang
khusus untuk MBK yang belajar di dalam kelas pendidikan khas secara integrasi di
sekolah kerajaan atau di sekolah bantuan kerajaan.

Tujuan PPKI diadakan adalah untuk menyediakan pendidikan yang sesuai dan
releven kepada MBK, mengembangkan potensi murid dengan mengcungkil bakat
dan minat murid, menyediakan bahan pengajaran yang sesuai dan terkini kepada
MBK, meningkatkan kemahiran bersosial MBK bersama murid arus perdana.

3. Program Pendidikan Insklusif (PPI)
Matlamat PPl adalah untuk meningkatkan akses kepada pendidikan bagi MBK
belajar bersama-sama murid arus perdana dalam persekitaran tanpa halangan.
PPl juga memberi kesedaran kepada masyarakat supaya tidak menafikan potensi
MBK untuk cemerlang dalam bidang akademik mahupun bukan akademik.

Objektif PPI adalah untuk:

a) Memastikan MBK mendapat hak yang sama rata untuk belajar dalom
persekitaran tanpa halangan;

b) Membina keyakinan diri MBK bagi mencapai potensi yang optimum;

c) Memastikan MBK dapat menyesuaikan diri dengan murid arus perdana bagi
meningkatkan kemahiran kehidupan harian mereka; dan

d) Meningkatkan kesedaran dan penerimaan warga sekolah serta komuniti
tentang kepelbagaian keupayaan MBK.
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GUNA TENAGA

Pekeliling Perkhidmatan Bilangan 16 Tahun 2010

Jabatan Perkhidmatan Awam (JPA) melaksanakan dasar satu peratus peluang
pekerjaan dalam perkhidmatan awam kepada OKU. Dasar ini dilaksanakan selaras
dengan usaha kerajaan untuk meningkatkan lagi keupayaan modalinsan di kalangan
rakyat malaysia, khususnya bagi OKU dan merealisasikan hasrat menjadikan rakyat
Malaysia sebagai masyarakat penyayang. Melalui dasar ini, OKU yang memiliki
kelayakan akademik dan kemahiran yang sesuai dengan bidang tugas suatu jawatan
akan dipertimbangkan peluang pekerjaan dalam perkhidmatan awam.

Dasar satu peratus peluang pekerjaan dalaom perkhidmatan awam kepada OKU
menetapkan bahawa setiap agensi hendaklah memastikan pengambilan OKU dibuat
sekurang-kurangnya satu peratus daripada jumlah pegawai dalam agensi tersebut.
Dasar ini diperluas meliputi pelantikan secara tetap, sementara, kontrak atau apa-
apa kaedah pelantikan yang berkuat kuasa.

Pusat Perkhidmatan Pekerjaan Awam

Perkhidmatan ini dikendalikan oleh Kementerian Sumber Manusia melalui
MYFutureJobs, Pertubuhan Keselaomatan Sosial (PERKESO). Perkhidmatan ini
disediakan di semua Pusat MYFuturelJobs yang berperanan menjalankan padanan
kerja antara pencari kerja dan majikan dalam pasaran buruh melalui kaedah
secara dalam talian yang dikenali sebagai Portal MYFutureJobs dan pendekatan
human touch dengan cara membantu pencari kerja dan majikan mendapatkan
pekerjaandanpekerjayangsesuai.Datayangditunjukkandalamjadualmerujukkepada
mereka yang berdaftar di Portal MYFutureJobs.

PENDAPATAN DAN PERBELANJAAN

Pendapatan

Maklumat pendapatan yang terperinci diperoleh daripada ahli isi rumah yang
menerima pendapatan. Konsep dan definisi pendapatan yang digunakan dalam
penyiasatan ini adalah merujuk kepada Canberra Group Handbook on Household
Income Statistics, Second Edition (2011) yang diterbitkan oleh United Nations. Punca
pendapatan adalah merangkumi:

1. Pekerjaan Bergdaiji

Pendapatan pekerjaan bergaji boleh diterima dalam bentuk wang tunai atau
dalam bentuk barangan dan perkhidmatan. Ini termasuk upah dan gaji untuk
masa bekerja dan kerja yang dilakukan; bonus tunai dan ganjaran; komisen
dan tip; elaun pengarah; bonus perkongsian keuntungan dan lain-lain bentuk
pembayaran keuntungan yang berkaitan dan barangan & perkhidmatan
percuma atau subsidi daripada majikan (termasuk makanan percuma/ konsesi).



Dari segi konsep, pendapatan pekerja juga termasuk insurans sosial sumbangan
daripada majikan, pencaruman majikan kepada KWSP dan bayaran pampasan

pemberhentian & penamatan (kecuali bayaran persaraan one-off seperti gratuiti
bagi pesara, yang dianggap sebagai pindahan modal).

Bekerja Sendiri

Pendapatan yang diterima oleh individu hasil daripada bekerja sendiri.
Pendapatan bersih daripada bekerja sendiri termasuk keuntungan atau kerugian
yang tferakru kepada pemilik atau rakan kongsi atau mereka yang bekerja
dalam perusahaan yang fidak diperbadankan. la juga termasuk anggaran nilai
barangan dan perkhidmatan yang diperoleh melalui pertukaran barang serta
barangan atau tanaman/ ternaokan yang dihasilkan untuk kegunaan sendiri,
setelah ditolak kos perbelanjaan.

Asas untuk mengukur pendapatan daripada bekerja sendiri dalam statistik
pendapatan isi rumah adalah berdasarkan konsep pendapatan bersih, iaitu, nilai
output kasar ditolak kos operasi dan selepas pelarasan bagi susut nilai aset yang
digunakan dalam pengeluaran. Keuntungan berlaku apabila penerimaan adalah
lebih besar daripada perbelanjaan operasi, manakala kerugian berlaku apabila
perbelanjaan operasi adalah lebih besar daripada penerimaan.

Harta dan Pelaburan
Pendapatan daripada harta dan pelaburan adalah terimaan daripada pemilikan
aset, faedah, dividen dan sewa. Perincian adalah seperti berikut:

a) Pendapatan daripada harta benda ditakrifkan sebagai pulangan daripa-
da penggunaan atau pelaburan aset yang disediakan kepada orang lain
untuk kegunaan mereka. la merangkumi pulangan yang biasanya dalam
bentuk kewangan, daripada asetkewangan (faedah dan dividen), asetbukan
kewangan (sewa) dan royalti;

b) Penerimaan faedah ialah bayaran yang diterima daripada akaun bank atau
institusi kewangan yang lain, perakuan deposit, bon kerajaan/pinjaman,
sekuriti, debentur dan pinjaman kepada ahli-ahli bukan isi rumah;

c) Dividen adalah penerimaan daripada pelaburan dalam sebuah syarikat
di mana pelabur tidak terlibat dengan akfiviti syarikat. Ini fermasuk silent
partner. lajuga termasuk pencen dan anuiti dalam bentuk dividen daripada
skim insurans swasta;

d) Sewaialah bayaran yang diterima untuk penggunaan aset seperti tanah dan
rumah;
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e) Royalti adalah pendapatan yang diperoleh daripada perkhidmatan bahan
dipatenkan atau hak cipta, contohnya seperti hak penulisan, hak cipta bagi
gubahan lagu dan lain-lain; dan

f)  Sewa dinilai bagi rumah sendiri yang diduduki oleh pemiliknya.

4. Pindahan Semasa Diterima

Pindahan boleh terdiri daripada wang tunai, barangan atau perkhidmatan.
Pindahan boleh dibuat antara isi rumah ke isi rumah yang lain, antara kerajaan
dan isi rumah, atau antara isi rumah dan badan-badan amal. Penerimaan boleh
daripada dalam atau luar negara. Pindahan semasa ini adalah bermotivasikan
pengagihan semula pendapatan sama ada oleh kerajaan (contoh: bantuan
pendidikan, zakat dan Bantuan Rakyat TMalaysia - BR1TM) atau persendirian/
swasta (contoh: program tanggungjawab sosial korporat - CSR).

Pindahan semasa yang diterima secara langsung memberi kesan kepada
tahap pendapatan kasar dan mempengaruhi penggunaan barangan dan
perkhidmatan. Justeru, semua pindahan semasa yang diterima dalam bentuk
wang tunai dan barangan atau perkhidmatan adalah dianggap sebagai
sebahagian daripada pendapatan. Walau bagaimanapun, pindahan semasa
tersebut tidak meliputi pindahan modal.

Pendapatan Isi Rumah

Pendapatan isi rumah adalah jumlah pendapatan yang biasanya diterima (terakru)
oleh ahliisirumah, dalam bentuk wang tunai atau barangan yang diterima berulang
kali dalam tempoh rujukan survei. (Jangka masa setahun atau lebih kumpulan).

Perbelanjaan Penggunaan Isi Rumah

Perbelanjoan penggunaan isi rumah adalah nilai daripada barangan dan
perkhidmatan pengguna yang diperoleh, diguna atau dibayar oleh isi rumah melalui
pembelian langsung, hasil pengeluaran sendiri, melalui pertukaran barangan dan
perkhidmatan atau pendapatan dalam bentuk mata benda untuk memenuhi
keperluan dan kehendak ahli isi rumanh.

Perbelanjaan diklasifikasikan kepada 13 kumpulan utama mengikut Classification of
Individual Consumption According to Purpose (COICOP), United Nations:

01 Makanan & minuman;

02 Minuman alkohol & tembakau;

03 Pakaian & kasut;

04 Perumahan, air, elektrik, gas & bahan api lain;

05 Hiasan, perkakasan & penyelenggaraan isi rumah;

Perkhidmatan Institusi Orang Kurang Upaya (OKU)

1.

Taman Sinar Harapan

Memberi penjagaan dan perlindungan kepada OKU yang terencat akal yang
memerlukan penjagaan, latihan, pemulihan dan perlindungan. Institusi ini juga
memberi latihan untuk mereka berdikari serta latihan kemahiran bersosial agar
mereka dapat berinteraksi dan bergaul dengan rakan, masyarakat atau orang
lain.

2.  Pusat Latihan Perindustrian dan Pemulihan
Memberi kemudahan dan perkhidmatan yang komprehensif kepada OKU
anggota melalui latihan vokasional dan pemulihan perubatan  serta
membantu mengembalikan kemahiran yang hilang akibat kemalangan. Pusat
ini juga memberi latihan yang sesuai untuk membolehkan pelatih berintegrasi
dengan masyarakat.

INTRODUCTION

This publication covers seven areas related to person with disability (PWD) namely
population, health, education, employment, income and expenditure, welfare
services and sport. The statistics displayed in this publication are based on survey and
administrative data obtained from various agencies.

CONCEPT AND DEFINITION

According to the Persons with Disabilities Act 2008, “PWD include those who have long
term physical, mental, intellectual or sensory impairments which in interaction with
various barriers may hinder their full and effective participation in society”.

Category
There are seven categories of PWD that can be considered for registration of PWD by
Jabatan Kebajikan Masyarakat (JKM) as follows:

1. Hearing Impairment
a) Bilateral hearing loss
Hearing impairment is taken into account if:
i. Hearing level 2 40dBHL (adult) in the befter ear based on average
frequency: (500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)
ii. Hearing level = 30dBHL (child) in the better ear based on the average of
4 frequencies: 500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)

b) Single sided deafness (SSD)/ Profound unilateral hearing loss
Very severe hearing level above 2 91dBHL in one ear based on the average of
4 frequencies: (500Hz, 1KHz, 2KHz, 4KHz)

c) Permanent ear defects/ ear-related syndromes/hearing-related syndromes
eg: microtia, atresia, anotia, treacher collins, goldenhar syndrome.

d) Others.

2. Visually Impaired
a) Limited in both eyes
Vision worse than 6/18 but equal to or better than 3/60 even with the use of a
visual aid or visual field less than 20 degrees from fixation.

b) Blind in both eyes
Vision less than 3/60 or field of vision less than 10 degrees from fixation in both
eyes.

c) Blindin one eye
Vision less than 3/60 or field of vision less than 10 degrees from fixation in one eye.

Speech and language disorders/ Complex communication disorders
Example:

Children: pediatric speech and language disorders

Adults: Aphasia

Occurs when individuals find it difficult fo send, receive, process and understand
the concept of a system of symbols verbally, non-verbally or graphically
(including related to developmental delay (GDD), hearing, syndrome-related
problems, autism, adhd, stroke, brain injury and other related issues).

Motor Speech Disorder

Example: Apraxia, Dysarthria

Weakness and dysfunction of the strucfures and muscles that produce
speech sounds cause the rate, luency and clarity of speech to be disturbed.

Voice Disorders

Example: Dysphonia/ Aphonia

The quality, simness and strength of an individual’s voice is different from other
individuals who have the same age, gender, culture and geographical position
as the individual.

Fluency disorders.

Example: Stuttering Cluttering

Disturbances in the flow of speech characterized by repetition, lengthening,
blocking and stopping of sounds, words and sentences including spasmodic
dysphonias and laryngeal tremor.

Resonance Disorder

Example: Hypernasality Hyponasality

Speech slurring problems are caused by disturbances in the air low mechanism
caused by structural abnormalities of speech such as cleft palate, obsfruction,
neurological problems, velopharyngeal dysfunction and oromandibular
dystonia.

Conditions in which there is a partial or complete loss of any part of the body
include the loss of:

Traumatic or non-traumatic spinal cord injuries that affect muscle, sensory and
autonomic function below the level of injury.

c) Stroke A situation where there is a sudden lack or loss of function involving
speech, muscles, senses, cognitive or other parts of the body due tfo lack of
oxygen or bleeding in the brain.

d) Dwarf (Achon-droplasia)
A condition where a person’s height is less than 142 cm for men and less than
138 cm for women.

e) Chronic disease
Diseases thatremain for along time that cannot be prevented through vaccines
and cannot be cured (eg cancer, kidney failure and so on).

f)  Traumatic Brain Injury
Conditions where there is a lack or loss of function suddenly involving speech,
muscles, senses, cognitive or other parts of the body due to brain injury.

g) Cerebral Palsy

A permanent condition in which there are problems with movement and
posture that limit activity due to non-progressive disorders of the brain. Divided
info three types as follows:

Intellectual disability is a deficiency in terms of intellectual function
(mental retardation) for children aged five years and above.

Specific Learning Disability (Specific LD)
e Dyslexia: Differences in the way the brain thinks in connecting visual
symbols and sounds, resulting in difficulty reading, writing, understanding,
spelling and counting.



e Dyscalculia: A condition that affects the applicant’s ability to master/
acquire arithmetic skills.

e Dysgraphia: A condition that affects the ability of the applicant’s fine
motor skills and causes difficulties in forming letters, writing and others.

a) Serious and chronic Organic Mental Disorder
e Dementiain Alzheimer’s disease
e Vascular dementia
e Other mental disorders due to brain damage and dysfunction and to

HEALTH

Health services for Children with Special Needs (KKKK) include all services provided
fo every child seeking services at a government health facility, such as growth and
development screening, assessment of nutritional status and immunization.
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All government health clinics and rural clinics provide developmental assessments
and health screenings for early detection of disability problems. Children detected
with developmental delay or suspected of having a disability will be given stimulation
and early intervention, referred to a Medical Officer or relevant specialist for further
confirmation and given rehabilitation and early treatment.

The statistics of the disabled included in this publication are as follows:

a) The number of disabled people receiving services at the health clinic
i. Infants <1 year old who are detected as having a disability
i. An 18-month-old child is suspected of having autism
ii. PWDs at Pusat Dalam Komuniti (PDK) who receive health services at least
once a year
b) The number of disabled people receiving health care.

EDUCATION

Education Act 1996 - Education (Special Education) Regulations 2013

These Regulation shall apply to a government school and government-aided school
which implement the Special Education.

In these regulations, “pupil with special education needs” means a pupil who is certified
by a medical practitioner, an optometrist, an audiologist or a psychologist, as the case
may be, whether in service of the government or not, as a pupil having:

visual disability;

a) hearing disability;

b) speech disability;

c) physical disability;

d) learning difficulties; or

e) any combination of the disabilities and difficulties, referred to in paragraphs (a)
fo (e).

Special Education

Special Education refers to education provided for students with special
educational needs in Special Education Schools (SPK), Special Education
Integrated Programmes (PPKI), and Inclusive Education Programmes (PPl) in
government schools or government-aided schools at the preschool, primary,
secondary, and post-secondary levels.

1. Special Education School (SPK)
Special Education School is a school that provides special education for students
with special needs (MBK) at all levels of schooling. This Special Education School is
directly managed by the Special Education Division (BPKhas). Its aim is to provide
opportunities for all MBK to receive relevant and appropriate education, as well
as fo develop the talents and potential of students through vocational education
fo produce skilled individuals who contribute towards improving the quality of life.



2. Special Education Integrated Programme (PPKI)
The Special Education Integrated Programme (PPKI) is a special education
programme specifically designed for MBK who study in special education classes
integrated within government schools or government-aided schools.

The purpose of implementing PPK| is to provide appropriate and relevant
education to MBK, develop students’ potential by discovering their talents and
interests, provide suitable and up-to-date teaching materials for MBK, and
enhance their social skills alongside mainstream students.

3. Inclusive Education Programme (PPI)
The aim of the Inclusive Education Programme (PPl) is to increase access to
education for MBK by enabling them to learn fogether with mainstream students
in a barrier-free environment. PPl also raises public awareness to ensure that the
potential of MBK to excelin both academic and non-academic fields is not denied.

The objectives of PPl are to:

a) Ensure that MBK receive equal rights to learn in a barrier-free environment;

b) Build MBK's self-confidence to achieve their optimum potential;

c) Ensure that MBK are able to adapt to mainstream students in order to enhance
their daily living skills; and

d) Increase awareness and acceptance among school staff and the community
regarding the diverse abilities of MBK.

EMPLOYMENT

Service Circular Number 16 Year 2010

The Public Service Department (JPA) implements the policy of allocating one per cent
of employment opportunities in the public service for Persons with Disabilities (PWD).
This policy is aligned with the Government’s efforts to further enhance human capital
capabilities among Malaysians, particularly for PWDs, and to realise the aspiration
of making Malaysians a caring society. Through this policy, PWDs who possess the
appropriate academic qualifications and skills relevant to the duties of a position will
be considered for employment opportunities in the public service.

The one per cent employment opportunity policy for PWDs in the public service
stipulates that every agency must ensure that the recruitment of PWDs constitutes at
least one per cent of the total number of officers in the agency. This policy is extended
fo include appointments on a permanent, temporary, contractual basis or any other
form of appointment in force.

Public Employment Service Center
This service is operated by the Ministry of Human Resources through MYFutureJobs,
Social Security Organisation (SOCSQ). This service is provided at all MYFutureJobs




Centers whose role is fo carry out job matching between job seekers and employers
in the labor market through an online method known as MYFutureJobs Portal and
human touch approach by helping job seekers and employers find suitable jobs and
employees. The data shown in the table refers to those registered on the MYFutureJobs
Portal.

INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Income

Detailed information on income obtained from the household members who
received income. The concept and definition of income used in this survey is based
on the Canberra Group Handbook on Household Income Statistics, Second Edition,
2011 published by United Nations. The sources of income comprise:

1. Paid Employment

Income earnings from Paid Employment may be received in cash or in kind as
goods and services. These include direct wages and salaries for time worked
and work done; cash bonuses and gratuities; commissions and tips; allowance;
profit-sharing bonuses and other forms of profit-related payments and goods
and services provided free or subsidised by the employer (including free food/
concession). Conceptually, employee income also includes employers’ social
insurance contributions, employer confributions to the EPF and severance
& termination compensation (except one-off retirement payments such as gratuity
for pensioners, which are treated as capital transfers).

2. Self Employment

Income earned by individual as a result of Self Employment. Net income from Self
Employment includes the profits or losses that accrued to owners of, or partners, or
those who worked in an unincorporated enterprise. It also includes the estimated
value of the goods and services acquired or crops/livestock produced for barter
or own consumption after deducting operating expenses. The basis for measuring
income from Self Employment in household income statistics is the concept of
net income, that is, the value of gross output subtracts operating costs and after
adjustment for depreciation of assets used in production. Profits occur when
earnings are greater than operating expenses, while a loss occurs when operating
expenses are greater than earnings.

3. Property and Investment
Property and Investmentincome is defined as earnings received from the ownership
of assets, interest, dividends and rent. The details are as follows:

a) Property income is defined as earnings gained from the use or investing of
assets provided to others for their use. It comprises of returns which is usually
monetary, from financial assets (interest, dividends), nonfinancial assets (rent)
and royalties;



b) Interest receipts are payments received from bank accounts or other financial
institutions, certificates of deposit, government bonds/loans, securities,
debentures and loans fo hon-household members;

c) Dividend are earnings from investment in an enterprise in which the investor
does notinvolved with company activities. This includes silent partners. Pensions
and annuities in the form of dividends from voluntary private insurance schemes
are also included;

d) Rents are payments received from asset consumption such as land and
houses;

e) Royalties are payments gained from the patented services or copyright
materials, e.qg. writing rights, copyright for the song composition efc; and

f) Imputed rent for a house occupied by its owners.

4. Current Transfers Received
Current Transfers can consist of cash, goods or services. Transfers may be made
between households, between government and households or between
households and charities. These receipts may be both within or outside the
counfry. The main motivation is to redistribute income either by government
(e.g. educational aid, zakat, and Bantuan Rakyat 1MalaysiaBR1M/Bantuan Sara
Hidup-BSH) or individual/private (e.g. Corporate Social Responsibility).

Current Transfers Received directly affect the level of gross income available and
should influence the consumption of goods and services. Thus, all Current Transfers
Receivedin cash and goods or services are considered as part ofincome. However,
it does not include capital fransfers.

Household Income

Household income refers to total income received (accrued) by household members
in form of cash or in kinds repeatedly received within the reference period (within a
year, or more frequently).

Household Expenditure Expense

Household expenditure expense is the value of consumer goods and services acquired,
used or paid for by the household through direct purchase, self-production, through
the exchange of goods and services or income in the form of objects to meet the
needs and wants of household members.

Expenditure is classified to 13 main group based on Classification of Individual
Consumption According to Purpose (COICOP), United Nations;

01 Food and beverages;

02 Alcoholic beverages & fobacco;




03 Clothing & footwear;

04 Housing, water, electricity, gas & other fuels;
05 Furnishings, household equipment & routine household maintenance;
06 Health;

07 Transport;

08 Communication;

09 Recreation services & culture;

10 Education;

11 Restaurants & hotels;

12 Miscellaneous goods & services; and

13 Miscellaneous expenses & financial expenses.

However, in this publication, items of consumption expenditure include 12 main groups
(01-12) only.

Play a role in helping improve the skills, ability level and knowledge of people with
disabilities and create job opportunities for people with disabilities who are not
competitive to get jobs in the open market.
